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Roger Hommes has already started designing our newest vocational education programs: automotive maintenance
and small engine repair. Our goal is to prepare our students to be able to obtain entry level employment at brake
shops, auto repair garages, and auto dealerships. CPO has made contact with a professional in entrepreneurship
who has indicated a willingness to work with students who demonstrate an aptitude for running a business. This
would be a great fit for the small engine repair students, since there may not be as many job opportunities in this
area.

We need funds to start these new programs and maintain the ones already in place. Please pray that God will
raise up individuals and churches who will provide this much needed support. And if there is anything you can do
to help in this area, or connect us with others who can, please let us know.

Sheriff’ s Boot Camp
On Monday, February 4, CPO introduced carpentry
training at the Cook County Boot Camp. Our
carpentry teacher, Darlene Rhines is teaching the
academic portion on Thursdays and Carl Smits and
volunteers teach the hands-on portions on Mondays.
Each carpentry class at the Boot Camp will run for 12
weeks.

Over the 12 weeks the students will learn by building a
shed, just like the carpentry students do at our career
center in Roseland.

This program is significant since the administration of
the Boot Camp has been seeking to bring in vocational
training for over 10 years now and CPO has answered
the call.  Only God could have orchestrated the events
in such a way.

This is another example of the way that God is growing
the ministry, and we are trusting Him to continue to
provide the resources.

The students received 30 hours of
academic instruction and 45 hours of practical training
doing hands on welding.

Preparation for seeking employment is now a part of our vocational program. Our job readiness program
includes instruction in filling out an application, preparing a resume, conducting an interview and discussion about
to dress and present oneself at an interview. Interview skills are refined as our students become involved in
interview role-playing. Reliability, timeliness, honesty, integrity, etc. are emphasized as part of the instruction. We
have continued to be involved with our graduates during the job search. Although they have attained the skills
necessary the confidence in themselves isn’t necessarily fuly developed yet.
